CRUSADES – one day AND Early Japan & feudalism = 4 days 

Crusades: 

1050’s: Seljuk Turks took over Byzantine Empire – Byzantine emperor asked pope for help – he said yes ( at the “Council of Clermont”, pope [Urban II] encouraged French & Germans to reclaim Palestine (Holy Land) 

Reasons for Crusades: (identify which is religious, which is secular)

1) Pope’s power would increase

2) Christians thought their sins would be forgiven if they participated

3) Nobles wanted to gain wealth & land by participating

4) Adventurers saw it as a chance for travel & excitement

5) Serfs wanted to escape the hardships of feudalism 

Fighting lasted 200 years – only the first Crusade (4 total) Christians captured city of Jerusalem & massacred inhabitants (Muslim & Jewish)

1100’s: Saladin (Muslim leader, united Muslim world) – took back Holy Land & forbid harming/stealing 
3rd Crusade: Richard the Lion-Hearted (king of England) tried to take it back from Saladin, failed.

4th Crusade: Muslims won back what few cities Christians had initially taken  & massacred

Effects of Crusades: 

Religious hatred (between Muslims & Christians)  - also Christians started to persecute Jews

Economy grew (trade increased) – Europe wanted Eastern goods!

Europeans gained a world view & learned a lot (Muslim universities, knowledge [sci, math, etc.] = great!

Pope temporarily got more power, then lessened after fighting with feudal monarchs in Europe

Increased power of monarchs (able to tax to make money for wars) – feudalism weakened & system of money created instead

Early Japan & Feudalism: 

Geography: 

Chain of mountainous islands in the Pacific Ocean near mainland Asia – four main islands & more than 3,000 smaller islands  --- “Ring of Fire” (vulnerable to earthquakes & volcanoes – consequently, tsunamis) 

· Difficult to farm (mountains) 

· Barrier to unity – isolated from other cultures, also protected from invaders

· Population lived: in river valleys/along coast

· Used water for: fishing, transportation

· Deep respect for forces of nature (natural disasters likely)

Religion: Shinto (belief that all things living & nonliving have a spirit)

Cultural diffusion: Korea & China (Korea acted as bridge from China to Japan)

· Contact with Korea resulted from war & trade 

· Took Chinese culture (writing!) & adapted it to make it their own 

· Buddhism (valued peace, nature) & Confucianism (valued family loyalty, honoring parents & education) came to Japan from China 

Ruler: emperor (still today) Yamato clan = royal family of Japan, claimed to be direct descendents of sun goddess
1100’s: emperor power declined, feudal system developed

(top military leaders, more political power than emperor)  

          



 Daimyo ---------------------(
(vassal lords, got land in exchange for military support)

Samurai ------------------------(
(literally: “those who serve” – code = “bushimo” – if 

Broke code of honor – must commit suicide)



Peasants/Artisans -----------------(
(farmers/made weapons; protected by samurai)

Merchants -------------------(
(rich, lowest social class – moved up later)

***Women could be warriors/run estates, but became less important later. 

Tokugawa Shogunate: came to power in 1603, brought peace and unity for 300 years 

· Created centralized, feudal government & stopped daimyo from fighting 

· New technology improved farming, population grew, trade increased 

· Prevented trade with other countries – good for domestic economy

· Arts – theater, poetry (haiku)

COMPARE TO EUROPEAN FEUDALISM: 

· Same: rigid class system; land owning class = in charge; knights are like samurai 

· Differences: women’s importance increased in Europe (chivalry); Catholic Church had more influence in Europe than Zen Buddhism did in Japan
