January 1919: Treaty of Versailles 
· “Big Three”: England, France, US 

· France & England wanted to punish Germany; Wilson wants self-determination & peace

1) Germany loses territory

2) Cut down German military

3) Germany must accept full responsibility for war & pay huge reparations 

4) League of Nations formed: 40+ countries, economic & military cooperation vs. any aggressor country (Wilson’s idea, but US never joined b/c didn’t want to be pulled into future conflicts) ( weakened League 

Collapse of Empires: 

· Austria-Hungary broke up ( Austria, Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia 

· Ottoman Empire broke up ( Britain & France took some, rest became Turkey 

Everybody = Unhappy: 

· Germany mad about terms of Treaty of Versailles 

· Italy wanted more land 

· Japan wanted Allies to recognize its claims in China

· China was mad that Japan took German possessions in China 

· Russia was mad that parts of Russian empire were made into their own nations 

Nationalism: 

· Turkey: Mustafa Kemal (renamed: Kemal Ataturk) overthrew sultan (king) & made Turkey a republic, westernization/modernization to survive 

· Islamic law replaced by European law

· Muslim calendar replaced by Christian one

· People required to wear western clothes

· State schools set up ( Arabic replaced with Latin 

· Women didn’t have to wear veils – could vote & work outside home

· Industrialization – roads, railroads, factories built 

· Iran: Britain & Russia = spheres of influence ( 1925: Reza Khan overthrew ruler & made himself the new shah 
· Westernized, strengthened army, similar to Turkey 

· Muslim religious leaders not a fan of Reza Khan & in 1979: Islamic revolution 

· Arab: helped Allies during war & never got independence as promised, instead mandates were established (territories controlled by Europeans) 

· France: Syria & Lebanon; Britain: Palestine & Iraq

· 1920’s-1930’s : Pan-Arabism (unity of all Arabs based on shared heritage)
· Zionism: started in 1890’s - Jewish people wanted to live in Palestine, Arabs already living there, Allies promised both groups same land during WWI – more Jews moved to Palestine to escape persecution in 1930’s ( tensions grew

· Indian: 1 million fought with Allies during WWI & many died, little freedom in India, freedom promised by Britain = forgotten 

· Amritsar Massacre: 1919: riots & attacks on British, public meetings banned, April 13 = Indians got together & British shot them without warning (400 died, 1,200 wounded) – convinced Indians British rule must be ended

· Gandhi: 1920’s – 1930’s: Mohandas Gandhi led Indian nationalist movement 

· Nonviolence & civil disobedience (refusal to obey unjust laws) – boycotted British goods 

· Embraced western ideas: democracy, nationalism; rejected caste system – equal rights for all (incl. women) 

· India finally achieved independence in 1947 (1 yr before he died) 

· Chinese: great disorder post- WWI, Sun Yat-sen (founded of Chinese Republic) stepped down & rival powers fought ( economy collapsed, peasants starved; Japan increased influence in China 

· Movements: 

· May Fourth: student movement, modernization, western science, democracy, nationalism

· Communists: Marx & Lenin’s ideas, Chinese Communist Party formed

· Nationalists: party formed by Sun Yat-sen (Guomindang) – taken over by Chiang Kai-shek 

· Civil War: Communists vs. Nationalists (lasted 22 years) 

Literature/Arts: “The Lost Generation” – depressing (loss of hope, rejecting former rules/values)

· New discoveries: Curie, Einstein, Freud = new understanding, but doubt to past

·  Ernest Hemingway: loss of faith in western civilization
· Poet T.S. Eliot: portrayed modern world as spiritually empty & barren 

· Painters: stopped trying to paint real world, experimented with color & distorted shapes

Women’s Suffrage: 

· 1st country to let women vote: New Zealand (1893) 

· Britain gave women over 30 the right to vote (1918)  - in 1928, all women over 21

· Wilson proposed 19th amendment in 1918 ( passed in 1920 (all citizens over 21) 

· Canada, Finland, Germany, Sweden (early 1900’s) 

Worldwide Depression: 

· European countries: shaky recovery post-WWI, middle-class families = increased std of living

· US: economic boom post-war ( crash of American stock market (1929) ( Great Depression of 1930’s (global economic collapse) 

· Causes of Depression: 

· Less demand for raw materials after war: prices fell, miners/farmers suffered $ loss

· High cost of manufactured goods: factory workers won higher wages, price of goods went up, farmers couldn’t buy them, goods made anyways

· Stock market crash: stocks bought “on margin” (only paid part of cost & borrowed the rest of the $) 

· Impact of Depression: 

· Banks & businesses closed, unemployment, decreased production of goods

· Millions relied on soup kitchens for food

· Countries raised import tariffs to protect own markets & global trade declined

· Some lost faith in democracy & capitalism ( strong leaders supported nationalism, militarism, authoritarian rule 
Rise of Fascism: dictators, Italy & Germany 

· Components of Fascism: dictator, nationalism, imperialism, anti-Communist, censorship of news by gov’t, militarism, use of violence/terror, blind loyalty to leader, strict discipline, state control of economy [see chart on p. 260 of blue Regents review book]

· ***Activity: compare to Democracy***

· Italy: didn’t get territory post-WWI, unemployment for war vets, slow trade, high taxes, worker strikes!

· Benito Mussolini – Fascist party: promised to end unemployment, gain more land for Italy, outlaw worker rebellion, get rid of all Communist threats

· 1922: used force/terror to control Italy – ended free elections, speech, & press – killed/jailed enemies – goals of state above individual rights 

· Germany: post-WWI = Kaiser stepped down & Weimar Republic was weak – inflation = major economic problems
· Adolf Hitler: 1920: headed Nazi Party – said Germans were a superior race 

· Causes of Nazi Rise to Power: 

· WWI (war debt, loss of land, revenge) 

· Weak Gov’t (W. Republic, desire for strong leader, political fights)

· Economic Problems (inflation, worldwide depression, unemp.)

· Leadership (terror/force, “super race”, blame minorities)

· Third Reich: totalitarian state- one-party government, ended civil rights, silenced enemies w/force, businesses controlled by gov’t, large public works programs 

· Germany’s standard of living rose, Hitler rebuilt military (violating Treaty of Versailles) 

· Anti-Semitism (blame Jews for all problems) – started by boycotting Jewish stores, by 1938: taking property & reselling to non-Jews, Nuremburg Laws of 1935: took away political rights & German citizenship of Jews

· Many Germans happy at German nationalism, militarism, & economic growth

· Both Mussolini & Hitler improved economies, but at a cost (personal freedoms/human rights) 

Japan: militarism in 1930’s

· Causes: 

· Loss of traditions 

· Loss of foreign markets (Great Depression) 

·  Unemployment
· Poverty of peasants

· Nationalism

· Desire to expand empire (imperialism) 

· Effects: 

· 1931: attack on Chinese province of Manchuria 

· Withdrawal from League of Nations

· Anti-western feelings

· End of democratic freedoms 

· Renewed practice of traditions

· Increased honor for emperor 

· Renewed expansion efforts (& trying to control China)
