Revolution in Russia: 

Causes of revolution: 

· Czars: Alexander III & son Nicholas II – used secret police to limit reform, harsh

· Social classes: peasants very poor, slums in cities 

· Nationalism:  diverse empire – many pockets of nationalism ethnic groups 

Revolution of 1905: 

· Peaceful march in St. Petersburg – Nicholas II called in soldiers – “Bloody Sunday” killing

· Nicholas agreed to create legislature (with limited power) 

· 1917: Nicholas II gives up power

· Provisional government established

Bolshevik Revolution: 

· Vladimir Lenin (Bolsheviks, part of a revolutionary socialist party) gained power

· Lenin’s slogan: “Peace, Land, and Bread”

· Bolsheviks (aka Communists) gave peasants land & workers control of factories

· Lenin pulled Russia out of WWI

· Russia’s Civil War: Lenin’s Red Army vs. loyalist “Whites” – killed czar Nicholas II & his whole family

· Foreign intervention: Britain, France, & US tried to help Whites, but Trotsky (head of Red Army) defeated them 

· Communist party enforced rules by military and secret police force 

· New Economic Policy: (1921) government controlled banks, industry, foreign trade… but some private businesses allowed – helped economy 

· 1922: Soviet Union (includes Russia & other socialist republics) 

STALIN: 

· Joseph Stalin ruled after Lenin died in 1924 

· Terror & brutality 

· Great Purge – accused 1000’s of plotting against him – killed them or sent to labor camps

· Totalitarian rule – dictator regulates all aspects of citizens’ lives

· Russification (culture, gov’t & secret police were Russian, kept Russians the majority)

· Command economy: gov’t makes all basic decisions

· Five-year plans: industrialization! (build industry & farm output – consumer goods ignored) -( low quality goods & poverty

· Collectivization: peasants had to give up land & live on gov’t-owned collectives – ( peasants killed animals or grew little food to fight back) 

· Mass starvation – Ukraine (lots of resistance) = 5 million people died
