My notes: 
Industrial Revolution: started in G.B. (1700’s) --- US (1800’s) 

· Manufacturing – North
· DEF: Market Economy = mass production, for profit 

· Technology improved transportation: Railroads, canals – NY = big port, once connected by RRs to west, NYC grew! 
· Factories – mills – young girls, women in New England 

· URBANIZATION: largest cities in North, immigrant population, gap between rich & poor, gender roles, racism/segregation
· Immigration: NW Europe (until 1850) – Irish potato famine (1845-1850)

South: cotton is big! (dependent on slave labor, Eli Whitney’s cotton gin made it a cash crop) – slave rebellions = more strict laws (illegal to teach slaves to read) 

Andrew Jackson (popular war hero from War of 1812) – elected in 1829 
· Spoils system: gov’t jobs given to people who support the President

· Pendleton Act (1883) = civil service exams for gov’t workers
· 1830’s: Indian Removal: 

· Worchester v. Georgia (1832) = GA has no power on Cherokee land (GA ignored this)

· Trail of Tears (1838) = US army forces them off land
· Manifest Destiny: 

· Louisiana Purchase (1803) 

· Mexican Cession (1848) – Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo (ended Mexican war)

Reform movements: 

· Horace Mann – public education

· Dorthea Dix – Mentally Ill 

· Abolition (antislavery): 1820’s = -- Nat Turner, Frederick Douglass, Harriet Tubman, John Brown, William Lloyd Garrison, Sojourner Truth
· Women’s Rights: 1848 = Seneca Falls Convention (in New York!) Lucretia Mott, Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Susan B. Anthony (joined 5 years later) – middle class movement
