Court Cases:
Lochner v. NY: (1905) limiting hours is unconstitutional because it violates employee/employer contract

Muller v, Oregon: (1908) limiting women to a 10-hour workday is okay because it’s a health concern [Effect of this decision: kept women from being hired at certain jobs]

Progressives
 Definition: similar to Populists, but they live in the city, educated; focus on many issues, liked capitalism, wanted technology to help combat social problems, strong government

Factors that Helped the Movement: many people in cities (volunteers,) better economy, better communication

Muckrakers:  journalists, writers, artists, photographers; exposed corruption

Progressive Movements
	Temperance ( Prohibition

· Wanted to cure problems of poverty, morality, etc. 

· 18th Amendment (1920) = alcohol is illegal for everyone 

· Leader: Frances Willard


	Women’s Suffrage

· Seneca Falls Convention, NY (1848)

· Elizabeth Cady Stanton (wrote Declaration of Sentiments) 

· Susan B. Anthony (joined in 1850’s)

· 1860’s: split! (radical = Stanton & Anthony; moderate = Lucy Stone & Henry Blackwell (married couple)

· NAWSA: (National American Women Suffrage Association) 

· Carrie Chapman Cat: pushed for national amendment (women could only vote in 9 western states in 1912) 
· 19th Amendment (1920) 

· Early 1900’s: more women went to college (100,000)  

· Margaret Sanger (birth control) – founded Planned Parenthood, arrested many times

	African-Americans
· Plessy v. Ferguson (1896): upheld Jim Crow laws, “separate but equal” is ok

· Lynching by white mobs

· Booker T. Washington (former slave) – vocational (job) training [“accommodation”]

· W.E.B. DuBois (Harvard education) – blacks should protest & go to college, founded NAACP (w/Jane Addams) in 1909

· Marcus Garvey – “back to Africa” nationalist/separatist group, influenced black power in 1960’s 

· Ida B. Wells-Barnett (journalist, suffragette, co-founder of NAACP) – wrote about lynching in the 1890’s
